Dear Friends, 

 

It seems so obvious to ask everyone to ―do their part.‖ It’s a 

lesson I taught my children when approaching a large project 

(like cleaning their rooms). I’m sure many of you remember 

being lectured by your parents or teachers when faced with a 

difficult challenge. 

 

It’s the same principle we apply at the Children’s Center. Utilizing the multi-

disciplinary team approach, the Department of Human Services works with the 

Center to make sure a child is safe at home and the family has the tools they need to 

move forward. Law enforcement agencies determine if there is a known threat to 

society based on the evidence collected at the Children’s Center.  And everyone can 

move forward to do their part to help a child heal.  

 

But the extensive training and knowledge of our staff and our community partners 

is useless without reports—the everyday, silent heroes in our neighborhoods and at 

our schools who pick up the phone and make the call about a child they suspect is 

being hurt. Those who attend an event benefitting the Children’s Center. And 

especially the adults who continue to help a child long after the abuse has ended.  

 

When everyone does their part, together, we can all make a huge impact on child 

abuse in Clackamas County.

The Childrenôs Center     

 

The Children’s Center’s Intake Specialist is responsible to 

field all incoming referrals. Referrals typically come from 

law enforcement agencies and the Department of Human 

Services, but are also made by parents, doctor’s offices, and 

mental health professionals. If it is decided that the referral is 

appropriate to be scheduled, Intake gathers all necessary 

documentation (police reports, medical records, etc.) and 

schedules an appointment for the child and family if the 

family is supportive of the child’s safety. Intake will also 

communicate with caregivers about what to expect on the 

day of their assessment and how to support and prepare their 

child for the assessment process. 

 

Lizôs Voice 
ñThe most important part of my job is the contact I have with 

caregivers. It is important to remember that the trauma of 

abuse impacts not only the child but the entire family as well.  

 

Most caregivers are shocked and distraught at what has 

possibly happened to their child. Many are struggling with 

feelings of denial, shame, anger, and confusion.  

 

It is my hope that through their initial contact with me, I can 

help them realize that there are people and places in their 

community to guide and support them. Although they cannot 

change what has happened to their child, there are so many 

important ways caregivers can help their child begin to heal. 

One way is by coming to the Childrenôs Center, a place 

where healing begins.ò

What is Karly’s Law 
 

Karly Sheehan was one of 18 children to die as a result of 

child abuse in Oregon in 2005. Three-year-old Karly was 

beaten to death by her mother’s boyfriend, who is now 

serving a life sentence for this crime. As a result of Karly’s 

story, State Representative Sarah Gelser introduced HB3328, 

also known as ―Karly’s Law.‖   

 

State law now requires investigative agencies to seek medical 

expertise when children are found to have suspicious physical 

injuries. The Children’s Center serves as Clackamas County’s 

Designated Medical Provider in cases of suspicious physical 

injury of a child as identified by law enforcement and/or 

Department of Human Services representatives.  

 

In just the first three months of 2010, the Children’s Center 

has responded to more requests for Karly’s Law assessments 

than all of 2009. Children seem to be more at risk than ever 

for physical abuse and the Children’s Center and the 

community is challenged to respond.
