Five years ago, the Children’s Center was still
a partially built dream. We struggled to bring
the necessary pieces into place to address the
complex needs of children, families and
community partners.

Before places like the Children’s Center
existed services were scattered and children
were often re-traumatized by the very process
set up to help them. Interviews were
performed by multiple agencies, multiple
times. Medical assessments were uncommon
and often were provided by people without
specialized training or equipment. Families
were left on their own to deal with the after-
shocks of disclosures of abuse. There was
rarely professionals available to help families
support their child’s healing.

Since opening, the Children’s Center has
served close to 1,000 children suspected to be
victims of abuse. Today, children in
Clackamas County receive the best care
available for comprehensive assessments in a
child-friendly, sensitive and professional
setting at the Children’s Center.

As a citizen, I recognize my fundamental
responsibility to protect children in our
community. And I also recognize that if I do
my part to help, the Children’s Center will
continue to be the place where healing begins
for hurting children in Clackamas County.
