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Sexual Behavioral Problems 
 

When a child is engaging in sexual behaviors, it is sometimes challenging to determine when the behavior 

is age appropriate or when it may be an indication of a problem.  If your child does have a sexual 

behavioral problem that goes untreated, the behavior can become more serious and create future problems 

if not addressed.
